I am a breeder of Doberman Pinschers (your breed). This breed is a cropped (if it applies) and docked breed and has been so since it’s inception. My puppies are produced utilizing all the available health testing, with concern for temperament as well as structure. I have them cropped and docked (and their dewclaws removed) by a veterinarian. The vast majority of puppy owner requests are for docked and cropped dogs and I feel comfortable having these procedures done by a professional. If these procedures are no longer available then I imagine breeders will go out of province or country to access them. I suggest that there would be a considerable loss of revenue to the small animal clinics across the country if purebred dog breeders ceased to exist .We support research and health testing on an individual basis as well as through the clubs we belong to. We are the “customer” and our opinions should be taken into consideration when changing the current status quo.
